
Pumping untreated wastewater overboard is 
against the law. Some boaters continue to do 
it because they Þnd using pump-out facilities 
inconvenient. 

Wastewater from overboard discharge is a 
signiÞcant contributor to nutrient and 
bacteria pollution in our rivers.

This practice adversely affects water quality, 
introducing disease causing microbes, and 
contributing to algal blooms and Þsh kills. It 
takes tens of thousands of gallons of clean 
water to dilute one gallon of wastewater to a 
level the EPA considers safe for water contact.

If  we donÕt voluntarily reduce overboard 
discharge, the government may start enforcing 
No Discharge lawsÑthat could mean 
boardings and inspections.

This summer the West/Rhode RiverkeeperÕs 
pump-out boat, Honeydipper, will provide 
free holding tank pump-out service to boaters 
in the West and Rhode Rivers. This 
convenient service should eliminate any 
excuse for overboard discharging.
